1. Short title and commencement.-

(1) These ruies may be called the Madhya Pradesh Bhu Rajasva Sanhita
(Dakhalrahit Bhumi, Abadi TathaWajib-ul-arz) Niyam, 2020.

(2) They shall come into force from the date of their publication in the Macdhya

Pradesh Gazette.

GENERAL
2. Definitions.~ (1) In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires, —

(a) “Aboriginal tribe” means any tribe declared to be an aboriginal tribe
in respect of any area by a notification issued under sub-scction (6} of
Section 165;

{b) “Chapter” means a Chapter of the Code;

(c) “Code” means the Madhya Pradesh Land Revenue Code, 1959 (No.

(2) Words and expressions used but not defined in these rules and defined in
the Code shall have the same meaning as assigned to them in the Code.

UNOCCUPIED LAND
3. Purposes for which unoccupied land may be set apart for exercise of Nistar

rights.— Besides the purposes specified in causes (a) to () of sub-section (1) of
Section 237, Collector may set apart unoccupied land for following purposes,

namely :-
(k) (1) Extraction of muram, kankar, sand earth, clay, stones or any other minor

mineral;

(k) (i) Irrigation and other water right;

(k) (ii1) Fruit bearing lrecs;

(k) (iv) For recreation purpose (such as parks, Green Belts or atforested area,

Regional Parks (Zoological or Botanical Parks), Preservation of Natural

Areas or Landscape Areas, Stadiums, Lake Front Development and

Exhibition Grounds);
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{k} (v) For Public and Semi-public purposes (such as Public Institutions anc
Administrative Area / Education and Research/ Health / Social / Cultural

Institutional activities);

(k) (vi) For Transportation purposes {such as Bus-Stands or Terminus, Bus-
Pick-up Stations, Roads, Railway Stations, Railway Lines, Bus Depot,
Transport Nagar, Hellipads/ Airport and Metro Rail Stations);

(k) {vii) For Public Utilitics and Facilities purposes (such as Water Treatmernt
Plants, Sewerage Treatment Plant, Trenching Grounds, Trunk line
Corridor, Water/ Sewer/ Extra Volitage Electric Lines/Gas or Oil Pipe
Lines and related structures, Radio/ TV Stations, Telephone Exchange,

Fire Control Stations and Solid waste Disposal Plants/

DecompositionPlants ); and

(k) (viu) Any Nistar (community) rights given under The Scheduled Tribes
and Other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act,

2006 (No 2 of 2007).

4. Record of unoccupied land in village.- (1) A record of all unoécupied land in
cach village under section 233 shall be prepared In two parts, namely:-
(a) Part-A- Showing land set apart for exercise of Nistar rights in Form-
A, which shall be known as Nistar Patrak;
{b) Part-B- Showing all lands other than those set apart for exercise of
Nistar rights in Form-B. _
(2) The unoccupied survey numbers to be specified in Part-A in Form A shalil be
shown under the various heads of the Nistar rights in the same order in which they
are mentioned in clauses {a) to (j) of sub-section {1) of section 237 followed by the

heads k (1) to k (viil) mentioned in Rule- 3. In case of more than one survey

number under a particular head, the area of each survey number shall be mentioned
separately. The sub-total of area under cach head shall be shown separately and the
grand-total of area under all heads shall be shown at the end. All roads, lanes and
such lands having tree forest (revenue forest) or shrub jungle which are earmarked
as timber or fuel reserve shall appear in this Form. If any Nistar (community)
rights have been given to the village community on revenue forest under The
Scheduled Tribes and Other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest
Rights) Act, 2006 (No. 2 of 2007), these shall be recorded.
(3) The unoccupied survey numbers to be specified in Part — B in Form B shall be
shown under following heads-

(a) Land occupied by hills and rocks;

{b) Land under water; and

(c) Other Lands.
In case of more than one survey numiber under a particular head, the area of

each survey number shall be mentioned separately. The sub-total of area under
each head shall be shown separately and the grand total of area under all heads
shall be shown at the end. Survey numbers which have been relinquished or
abandoned or which otherwise vest in the State Government and are available after
such vesting for disposal shall be shown in this Form. The total of all numbers in
columun (3) and of area in column (4) shall be struck at the cnd. As soon as a survey
number or part thereol is disposed of, it shall be struck off from this by drawing
line across the entry updating such entry and a note of the manner and date of

disposal, shall be made in column (5). The total at the end shall also be corrected

after each transaction.
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{4) A grand total of all the unoccupied area shall then be struck at the end. Area
under abadi shall not appear in any of these Forms as abadi is not included in
unoccupied land.

(5) Whenever new survey numbers are set apart for exercise of Nistar rights under
sub-section (1) of Section 237 or land set apart under the said sub-section is
diverted under sub-section (3) or {(4) of Scction 237, modifications in the entries of
Form A, and Ferm B as the case may be, shall be effected and certified by

Tahsildar.
(6) Village-wise copy of these record shall be kept with the Gram Panchayat and

another copy shall be kept in the Tahsil office.

5. Record of unoccupied land in urban area.- (1)A record of all unoccupied land

in an urban area under sections 233 shall be prepared in two parts, namely:-

(a) Part-A- Showing land set apart for public purposes under section
233A in Form C; and

(b} Part-B- Showing all lands other than those set apart for public
purposes in Form D,

(2) The unoccupied survey numbers/block numbers/plot numbers of land set apart
for public purposes by the Collector under section 233A shall be entered in
Part-A i Form C under the following heads:-

(i) For recreation purpose (such as Parks, Green Belts or Afforested arca,
Regional Parks (Zoological or Botanical Parks), Prescrvation of Natural
Areas or Landscape Areas, Play Grounds, Stadiums, lake Front

Development and Exhibition Grounds);
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(ii) For Public and Semi-public purposes (such as Public Institutions and
Administrative Area / Education and Research/ Health / Social / Cultural

Institutional activities);

(it} For Transportation purposes (such as Bus-Stands or Terminus, Bus-
Pick-up Stations, Roads, Railway Stations, Railway Lines, Bus Depot,
Transport Nagar, Hellipads/ Airport and Metro Rail Stations);

(iv) For Public Utilities and Facilities purposes (such as Water Treatment
Plants, Scwerage Treatment Plant, Trenching Grounds, Trunk line
Corridor, Water/ Sewer/ Extra Voltage Electric Lines/Gas or Oil Pipe
Lines and related structurcs Radio/ I'V Stations, 1Telephone Exchange,

Fire Control Stations and Solid waste Disposal Plants/ Decomposition

- Plants /Decomposition Plants);

(v) For Cremation /Burial ground; and

(vi) Other public purposes.

(3) In case more than one survey number/block number/plot number is included

under a particular head, the area of each survey number/block number/plot number

shall be mentioned separately. The sub-total of arca under each hcad shall be

chown separately and the grand-tofal of all the area reserved land under section

233A undcr diffcrent heads shall be shown at the end.
(4) The unoccupied survey numbers/block numbers/plot numbers to be specified in

Form D shall be arranged serially. Survey numbers/block numbers/plot numbers

which have been relinquished or abandoned or which otherwise vest in the State

Government and are available after such vesting for disposal shall be shown in this

Form. The total of all numbers in column (3) and of area in column (4) shall be
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struck at the end. As soon as a survey nuniber/block rumber/plot number or part
thereof is disposed of, it shall be struck off from this by drawing line across the
entry or modifying such entry and a note of the manner and date of disposal, shall
be made in column (5). The total at the end shall also be corrected after each
transaction.

(5) Whenever new survey numbers/block numbers/plot numbers are set apart for
public purposes, or their public purpose is changed or setting apart is rescinded,

modifications in the entries of Form C and Form D shall be effected and certifted

by Tahsildar.

(6) Sector-wise copy of these record shall be kept with office of the local body and
another copy shall be kept in the Tahsil Office.

6. Preparation of NistarPatrak.- (1) The Gram Sabha of a village may, on being
called upon by the Sub-Divisional Officer or on its own motion, ask the Gram

Vikas Samiti to preparc a draft of NistarPatrak.
(2) The draft of NistarPatrak shall be prepared, subject to the development plan, if

any, in accordance with provisions of section 234, 235, 236 and 237 and thesc

Rules.
(3) The Sub Divisivnal Officer shall make available to the Gram Sabha the service

of such Officers and emplovees under him as he deems fit to assist in the

preparation of the draft of NistarPatrak.
(4) The draft of NistarPatrak prepared by the Gram Vikas Samiti shall be placed

before the Gram Sabha which may approve it with or without modification and

send it to the Sub Divisional Officer.
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(5) The Sub Divisional Officer shall examine the draft of NistarPatrak received
from the Gram Sabha and may alter, substitute or adjust in a suitable manner, area
of land reserved for any purpose, as the circumstances of the case or the interest of

community as a whole may require, and may -
(i) form grazing, timber and fuel Nistar zones in respect of more than one

village;

(i1) record mutual nghts of neighbouring villages over the lands of either
village; and

(iii) provide for any concession ordered by the State Government.

(6) After the draft of the NistarPatrak is prepared by the Sub Divisional Officer, it
shall be published, togethcr with a noticc in Form E inviting objections or
suggestions from the residents of the village and specifying the date (which shall
not be less than 15 days after the date of publication) on which and the place
(which may be the office of Gram Panchayat, Chaupal, Gudi, Chaudi or any other
suitable center in the locality) at which the objections or suggestions shall be
considered. Such proclamation shall be made not only in the village for which the
NistarPatrak is prepared but also in other villages affected by it. The manner of
proclamation shall be as laid down in Rule 31 of the Madhya Pradesh Bhu-
RajasvaSanhita (RajasvaNyayalayon Ki Prakriya) Niyam, 2019.

(7) On the date and at the place specified in the notice, the Sub-Divisional Officer
shall enquire into the objections or suggestions, if any, and pass order thereon.

(8) After the objections or suggestions, if any, are considered and disposed of, the
Sub-Divisional Officer may make such modifications in the NistarPatrak as he may

deem necessary in the light of his decisions on the objections and suggestions.
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(9) The final NistarPatrak shall be read out in the village or at suitable centres, and
copics thereof shall be kept with the patwari, Gram Panchuyat and Tahsil office.
(10) Aftier a NistarPatrak is finalised and published under sub-rule (9), on =
resclution passed by the Gram Sabha by a majority of ot less than two thirds of
the muinbers present and voting, the Sub-Divisional Officer may, with the prior
sanction of Collector and also after making any such inquiry, as he deems fit,
modify the entries in the NistarPatrak or record additional unoceupied land under
any entry in the NistarPatrak for fulfilment of further Nistar rights of villagers.

(11) Whenever due to formation er expansion of an urban arsa, any land recorded

in NistarPatrak for any purpose comes within the limits of such urban area, such

lund shall be deemed to be land set apart under Section 233A for the said purpose

till further orders of Collector passed under section 233A.

7. Diverting of land set apart under sub-section (1) of Section 237 inte abadi
or for other purposes.- (1) Any Gram Panchayat may submit an application to the

Collector, along with a copy of resolution duly passed by the Gram Sabha for

diverting any unoccupied land set apart under sub-section (1) of Section 237 into -

abadi, for any of the purposes mentioned in sub-section (3) of Section 237.
(2) On receipt of an application under sub-rule (1) or on his own motion, the
Collector after ensuring, that minimum two percent area of total agricultural land
of village is secured for the purpose mentioned in clause (b) of sub-section (1) of
Section 237, may divert such land into abadi or any of the purposes mentioned in
sub-section (3) of Section 237:

Provided that every such diversion shall be so made as to first fulfill

the requirement of abadi, if any, and only thereafter of other purposes.

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(3) Out of the land diverted under sub-rule (2), the Collector shall declare secured
area for government buildings from such diverted land, as much as reasonable and
necessary in view of future development and such secured area for govermment
buildings shall be kept in custody of the Gram Panchayat for its maintenance.

(4) The land diverted into abadi shall be disposed of according to Rule 12.

(5) When it becomes indispensable to divert the land set apart for the purposes
mentioned in sub-section (1) of section 237 for such development and
infrastructural projects which are owned or approved by the State Government but
not covered under sub-section (3) of section 237, the Collector, after satisfying
himself on alternatives available and also on obtaini'ng land of equivalént area for
fulfilling the same Nistar rights from the concerned projcet, may divert the land for

such purposes by passing a reasoned order to this effect.

8. Ascertaining and recording customs in Wajib-ul-arz.— (1) Customs under

sub-section (1) of section 242 shall be ascertained and recorded in the Wajib-ul-arz

under the following heads, namely:-
(a) Right to rrigation,;

(c) Right to fishing;
(d) Right of way, village roads, paths, drains and the like;
(e) Rights of persons of other villages over the lands of the village;

(2) The following procedure shall be followed in ascertaining and recording the

customs specified in sub-rule (1) :-

(a) Sub-Divisional Officer shall, after examine in the Wajib-ul-arz if any, of
the village prepared at the last settlement, and after consulting Gram Sabha,
prepare draft of Wajib-ul-arz incorporaiing the existing customs, under the

heads specified in sub-rule (1).
{b) The Sub-Divisional Officer shall publish the draft Wajib-ul-arz in the

village along with a proclamation in Form F, calling upon the villagers to
submit claims and objections to him by a specified date, which shall not be
more than fifieen days from the date of proclamation, stating whether they
object to any custom recorded in the draft or desire any customs to be
recorded in it. The manner of proclamation shall be as laid down in rule 31 of
thc Madhaya Tradecsh Bhu Rajaswa Sanhita (Rajaswa Nyayalayon ki
Prakriya) Niyam, 2019. '

(c) After the expiry of the date fixed for the receipt of claims or objections,
the Sub-Divisional Officer shall, on a date to be announced by beat of drum

or other means, make such enguiry in the village as he may deem fit.
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(d) The Sub-Divisional Officer shall then, make a record of the customs so
ascertained and such record shall be called as the Wajib-ul-arz of the village.
9. Publication of Wajib-ul-arz.- (1)After the Wajib-ul-arz is prepared, it shall be
read ont in the village or at suitable centers, and a copy thereof shall be posted in
the office of the Gram Panchayat or such other suitable place in the village as may
be determined by the Sub-Divisional Officer.
(2) copies of the Wajib-ul-arz shall be kept at in the office of Tahsil and Gram
Panchayat. ,

10. To reserve further area for abadi.- Where the available area of abadi in any
village 1s in the opinion of the Collector insufficient, he may assess the
requirement for next ten years for such village and after consultation with the
Gram Sabha, reserve such further area under sub-section (1) of section 243 from

the unoccupied land available in the village:
Provided that if such unoccupied land is included in the NistarPatrak,

procedure specified in Rule 7 shall be followed.

11. Acquisition for extension of abadi.- If the Collector finds that the area
reserved for abadi is insufficient and no further suitable area is available in
unoccupied land, the Collecior may acquirc any land for the extension of abadi
under sub-section (2) of section 243 and compensation for such acquisition of land
shall be computed and paid in accordance cf the provisions of the Right to Fair

Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and

Resettlement Act, 2013 (No. 30 0of 2013).
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12. Disposal of sites in Abadi.- (1)Before disposing 21y site in abadi under section
244, Tahsildar shall, after ascertaining the wishes cf the residents of the village,
cause to be prepared a lay out of the land available in abad: for house sites.
{2)5uch lay out shall be prepared in conformity with the provisions of -
(a) The Madhya Pradesh Bhumi Vikas Nivam, 2012 made under the
Madhya Pradesh Nagar Tatha Gram NiveshAdhinmiyam, 1973 (No. 23
1973); or ’

(b) The Madbya Pradesh Gram Panchayat (Coloniyo Ka Vikas) Niyam,
© 2014 made under Madhya Pradesh Panchayat Raj Evam Gram Swaraj
Adhiniyam, 1993 (No 1 of 1994);
in such cases where the rules mentioned above in clauses () or (b) are in force.
(3) In such cases where the rules mentioned above in clauses {a) or (b) of sub-rule
(3) are not in force the layout shall be prepared using following specifications:-
(a) the area of any plot shall not be exceeding 200 square meters;
(b) the roain road shall be at least 6 meters in width and other roads and
lanes shall not be less than 4.5 meters in width;
(c) roads shall, as far as may be, straight and be so laid out as to be in the
direction of prevailing winds, intersecting each other at right angle;

(d) in the rear of each row of plots there shall be land 4.50 meters in width to
provide for drainage and scavenging.
(4) The )ay out shall be shown in the map of the abadi prepared undcr clause (b) of
sub-scction (1) of Section 107 and the details of the plots in the register prescribed

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(5) The Tahsildar shall upon application made to him, allot the plots on

Bhoomiswmi rights as per directions issued and published in the official gazette by

the State Government from time to time.

(6) The allotment of plots shall be subject to the following conditions: -
(a) the built up area of the plot shall in no case be more than three forth area of
the plot;
(b) the plan shall be so drawn and the building so constructed as to leave an
open space of not less than 3 meters from the roadside:
Provided that this open space may be covered by a projection not
surronnded by walls.
(c) the plot shall be used only for the purpose of constructing thereof a dwelling
house and purposes ancillary thereto and the plot or any part therecf shall
not be used for any other purpose whatsoever;

(d) the plot-holder shall keep the building constructed on the plot in good

repairs;
(e) the plot-holder shall maintain the plot and the buiiding constructed thereon

in good sanitary condition;
(f) in the evemt of any plot-holder committing a breach of any of these

conditions he shall be liable to be ejected.
