As you are aware, the Ministry of Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare has recently
launched the Digital Agriculture Mission (DAM) to build the Digital Public Infrastructure
(DPI) for agriculture in the country. Agri stack DPI is one of the major components of this
Mission. It consists of three foundational registries or databases in the agriculture sector, i.e.,
the Farmers’ Registry, Geo-referenced village maps and the Crop Sown Registry, all created
and maintained by the State Governments/ Union Territories.

2. Farmers Registry is one of the key components of Digital Public Infrastructure for
Agriculture, which would help develop various farmer-centric digital solutions, such as easy
access to Government schemes, paperless crop loans, hassle-free selling of the produce, etc.

3. For the creation of the Farmers Registry, this Ministry has undertaken several
approaches, such as providing a grant of Rs. 15,000 (Rupees Fifteen Thousand) per camp for
the generation of at least 50% Farmer IDs and an incentive of Rs. 10 per Farmer ID from
PM-KISAN Funds to the States to expedite the creation of Farmer IDs. With these efforts, I
am pleased to inform you that the States have already generated nearly 5 crore Farmer IDs.

4. As a step forward, it has now been decided that campaign be undertaken to provide
Farmer IDs to the Hon’ble Union and State Ministers, Hon’ble Members of Parliament,
Hon’ble Members of Legislative Assembly/ Council, and Hon’ble Zila Parishad
Chairpersons/ Members, Block Panchayat Chairpersons/ Members and Gram Panchayat
Members who are farmers and have landholding against their name. Further, while doing so,
it is extremely important that we demonstrate the value of this initiative to our Honourable
People’s Representatives so that they can motivate other farmers to enrol in the program
quickly. This initiative will create awareness about the importance of Digital Agriculture
Mission including Digital Crop Survey & farmer registry and encourage cent-percent
enrollments.

3 Given the above, please direct the Agriculture/Revenue Department Officials to
approach the people’s representatives jointly and request them to participate in creating their
Farmer IDs if they hold land after the Parliament/ State Assembly budget sessions are over.

Your cooperation in this regard is highly solicited.
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
